What we’re doing to protect our community

We remain dedicated to doing our part to protecting the community that supports us — to
protecting you, our employees and families, and everyone in our community. Here’s how we’re
doing that now:

e We’re practicing social distancing inside our business and asking our customers to do
the same. We've put up signs and placed stickers on our floor as visual reminders to
give 6 feet of space to anyone you don't live with.

e Our employees will be wearing face masks or cloth face coverings, and we ask
customers to do the same when visiting us. Face masks work well to help prevent the
spread of coronavirus through the air when we speak, cough or sneeze.

e Our employees will be staying home when they’re sick or showing any possible signs of
illness. We ask that you do the same. We're always happy to take phone orders — and
we’ll be glad to see you when you're feeling better!
